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l In North West Himalaya region, higher crop 
productivity was observed in Alfisol of 
Dehradun even at very high cumulative soil loss. 
The land use under fertilized condition was 
found to have better soil quality with SQI (Soil 
Quality Index) value of 143 and 118 in slightly 
eroded and severely eroded soils, respectively, 
compared to the values of 126 and 106 in non-
fertilized condition.

l Under rainfed Vertisols of South India, nutrient 
appl ica t ion  wi th  microbia l  t rea tment 
(Rhizobium culture; PSB and PGPR) produced 
significantly higher grain (chickpea) yield (0.98

t ha ), straw yield (1.44 t ha ), total dry matter

production (2.42 t ha ) and water use efficiency

(WUE) of 5.37 kg ha  mm .
